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Rationale

Over the past decade, breast cancer treatment has become increasingly complex owing to
major advances in molecular profiling, biomarker identification, and therapeutic develop-
ment. Clinical decision-making now requires the integration of multiple clinical and biological
factors, leading to highly personalized treatment strategies in different disease settings.

This international congress focuses on the most relevant and controversial topics in contempo-
rary breast cancer management. Key themes include cell cycle biology and CDK4/6 inhibition,
mechanisms of therapeutic resistance, novel endocrine and targeted therapies, immunothe-
rapy, and the expanding role of antibody—drug conjugates. Special attention will be devoted to
areas of active clinical debate, such as patient selection forimmunotherapy in triple-negative
breast cancer, optimization of second-line treatment strategies for hormone receptor—positi-
ve disease, and the integration of innovative agents in early stage breast cancer.

By bringing together leading international experts, the meeting aims to provide a critical and
up- to-date overview of emerging evidence and evolving therapeutic paradigms, supporting
oncologists in navigating the increasing complexity of breast cancer care and improving
patient- centered treatment decision-making.
